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BRIEF BIOGRAPHY 

Born in 1978 in Rome, Pietro Ruffo studied architecture in Rome. He is a very young artist. He has 
already exhibited widely in Italy and also abroad in Berlin, New York, Algiers and Sendai (Japan). A 
self-portrait of the artist is installed as a permanent work at Santo Volto di Gesù Church in Rome. 
 
In 2005 he travelled to Beslan to work with children who has survived the massacre at the hands of 
Chen rebels in their local school.  Ruffo has also worked on other projects, including a sculptural 
proposal for Ground Zero, and on large "maps" which trace the cultural and military influence of some 
of the world's largest imperial powers and a special project in the psychiatric hospital in Colmar.

His paintings, drawings and sculptural installations reflect his intense social and moral concerns. The 
confrontation of diverse dimensions appears also in Ruffo’s choice of techniques: technical drawing 
and printed geographical maps are elaborated further with free-hand drawing, with installations 
achieved with highly technical materials and an intensely manual practice.
